• There is a $45.00 per day is charge to the City by Jefferson County, if an arrest is made and that 

person is booked. An Ordinance will be drafted for next meeting to recoup this charge to the 

person who was arrested. 

The Chief would like to have a Bar-B-Que along with a 

program/open house for this week. Jefferson College would like to participate in this event. 

The Board of Aldermen will have a workshop prior to next meeting for National Police Week.

Director Tony Whitby:
